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INFRASTRUCTURE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS PLAN
    Fiscal Years 2008 – 2013
The City of Rio Rancho is New Mexico’s fastest growing cit`y.  The fast-paced growth has created a tremendous number of challenges for the City.  This Infrastructure and Capital Improvement Plan (ICIP) reflects the impacts of growth.

Introduction

Annually, City departments plan their budgets for the upcoming fiscal year.  As part of this process, they also plan capital expenses for the upcoming fiscal year and five years thereafter.  The capital expenses may include infrastructure, facilities, vehicles and equipment. These capital expenses are compiled into the Infrastructure and Capital Improvement Plan (ICIP).

All municipalities prepare an ICIP and submit it to the State.  The ICIP is a plan that establishes planning priorities for all anticipated capital projects and identifies funding sources for current fiscal years.  It also identifies needed items that are unfunded.  Briefly, the ICIP:

· covers a 5-year term

· is updated annually, using new budget figures

· identifies the funding sources for the current fiscal year and projects that are under funded or not funded

· may be used to support other funding sources such as bonds, loans, and grants

· becomes part of New Mexico Department of Finance and Administration (DFA) report used by the Legislators and other entities for discussion and procuring dollars to support projects; State Appropriations are frequently based on the ICIP

· contains projects and equipment costs whose costs and durability are at least $10,000 and / or 10 years

The ICIP was compiled from information submitted by the departments.  All the projects illustrated in FY07 have been presented and reviewed during the budget process.  All funding sources are reviewed by Fiscal Services and verified for accuracy and applicability.

The ICIP is submitted to the State both in a hardcopy format and online via the State’s website.  Throughout the year, the City may update the website, and may re-submit the ICIP if substantial changes have been made.

Last year, the City streamlined the internal process for the ICIP, resulting in an easy to follow format, compiled by Project Groupings:

· Cultural Enrichment

· Public Safety

· Fire & Rescue

· Transportation

· Drainage

· Utilities – Water

· Utilities – Wastewater

· General & Other Departments

· Vehicles & Machinery

All projects for the planning period are tabulated, showing projected costs and definitions.  Pertinent information will be input into the State’s ICIP module via their website.  

Project Summaries

The City has identified the following number of infrastructure projects and their costs in this 5-year plan.  Over the 5-year plan, there are 386 projects totaling $498,875,990.
