Medication Dispensing Procedures:
New Mexico State law prohibits persons from giving medications to a child unless they are the child’s parent or guardian, relative,
or licensed health professional. Campers will self-administer inhalers, inject-able medication, and apply sunscreen and bug spray
when needed.
